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How to scan images into Adobe Elements 
 
On the Adobe welcome screen select Edit & Enhance Photos 

 
 
Once the Adobe Photoshop Elements (Editor) opens go to File �  Import Select 
Cyberview X 
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This will open the Cyberview Preview screen for scanning, before you begin 
make sure the correct film choice is selected  
Negative = Film strips  
Positive = Mounted Slides 
B&W = Black & White Film Strips 

 
 
Next insert your film into the scanner Slides are slid in from the front of the unit 
Negatives for Single Frame Film scanners you will release the tabs (2 - one on 
either side of the viewing window or 1 - just to the left of the viewing window) 
For auto-loading units insert from the left side of the unit as shown in the User’s 
manual (Auto load units needs to measure the film density before scanning can 
begin All Films are inserted Shiny side UP, some slides are shiny on both side 
then look for text “This side towards screen” this is the face up side) 
 
Select Prescan icon (looks like an eyeball) 

 
The scanner will now perform a Prescan (a quick look) at the film, once 
Prescanned you can crop the image, make color adjustment prior to scanning if 
desired (Prescanning is NOT REQUIRED, it is a matter of preference you can 
skip this to save time) 
 
Set the desired Scan resolution (by default the driver is set to 1800 dpi this is 
good enough quality for a 5” x 7” output image at 300 dpi (300 dpi is the industry 
standard) if TIF format is used when scanning directly into Adobe the file is a 
Raw image, you will select the format to save it to a little later when saving in 
Adobe. 
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Next if you desire to crop out the slide mount/film negative border 
The crop box is the dashed line blinking box around the image 

 
for Macintosh users you need to select the cropping tool to activate it (this is the 
dashed line box icon on the tool bar to the left of your image on the screen) you 
can then use your mouse to drag the lines to the desired crop edges of the image 
your mouse pointer will turn into a 2 way arrow to reduce/increase the scanned 
area and a 4 way arrow to move the entire crop box to the desired location, the 
scanner will only scan what is inside of this box all data left outside will be 
discarded during the final scan. 
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You can make color adjustments prior to scanning if desired by clicking on the 
Image adjustment (rainbow color wheel icon), this area of Cyberview allows you 
to make adjustments to the color balance, brightness contrast etc. 
 
The first window is Variations; here you can adjust the image by selecting color 
samples to add Example: You want more red select More Red etc. 
 
NOTE: In any of the Image Adjustment screen is you make undesirable changes 
you can always undo them by clicking on the green sideways U-turn button at the 

bottom of the window  this will undo the most recent change, to Undo 

ALL changes select the Reset button  
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To adjust brightness select the Color Balance Tab from the tabs at the top of this 
screen, here you can use the sliders to make adjustments 
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And last is the Curves and Levels window (Advanced) 
 

 
 
Correcting the Image Using the Image Adjustment window 
Using the Curves and Levels tool tab (3rd tab), you can adjust images to be 
Lighter or Darker using the default color channel settings of RGB to adjust the 
image (results appear in the After image) locate the Input sliders (3 upside down 
letter V's) the gray V in the center can be slid to the left or right to lighten/darken 
the image depending on which way it is slid, you can see the result in the After 
image, if you have an image say with too much red, over on the left side of this 
Curves and levels window you can click on the RGB channel and select Red 
(you will see Red, Green and Blue color options selecting any of these that need 
adjusting) you can use the same gray upside down letter V slider on the input bar 
to adjust each color independently by moving the slider left or right and the 
results appear in the After image. Once you are satisfied with the “After” image 
appearance you can click OK at the bottom of this window and your settings will 
be sent to the scanner for adjustments to be made to the final scanned image. 
 
 
Now you are ready to Scan into Adobe 
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Click on the Scan icon (looks like a piece of film with a light passing over it, just 
to the right of the eyeball) 

 
 
This will begin the final scan into Adobe

Once the image is scanned you will see Processing/transferring box once this is 
gone you may close Cyberview by clicking on the red X on the upper right side of 
the Cyberview Screen 

 
 Are you sure you want to Exit Cyberview select Yes 
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You are now in Adobe Elements with an Untitled image on the screen 

 
 
Now to perform simple adjustments (if needed) click the Quick Fix in this window 
 
This will open the Adobe tools for making adjustments 
 
 
You can use the “Auto” button or make manual 
adjustments using these tools as desired, for more info 
on How to use Adobe please refer to the Help menu 
option and the Getting Started guide on the Adobe CD,

To save you scanned image go to the menu bar and 
click on File �  Save As 
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Select the location you wish to save the file to (a folder on your hard drive) and 
the file format you desire use TIFF for printing, use JPEG for slide shows, CD or 
DVD’s 

 
Name the file by typing your desired image name in the File name box then Click 
SAVE, your image is now saved to your hard drive in the folder you selected.
